In column No. 11 for the existing entries, the entries “promotion from the post of Deputy Director of
Public Libraries having minimum 10 years regular service in the Grade, failing which the promotion
from the post of Deputy Director with 5 years of regular service in the grade and 5 years of
regular service from the grade of Assistant Director of Public Libraries, Shall be substituted.

Sub : Guidelines for granting Right of Way (RoW) to Telegraph Infrastructure in Arunachal
Pradesh, 2023.

No. DITC-14/9/2022.—Consequent upon amendment of the Indian Telegraph Right of Way Rules, 2016 by
the Central Government by the IT RoW (Amendment) Rules, 2022 by the Central Government and in pursuance
of the Secretary, Gol, Ministry of Communication, D.O. 5-1/2023-NBM dated 22nd March, 2023, the Governor
of Arunachal Pradesh is pleased to make the following Policy to bring uniformity, clarity and simplification in
the process of giving permission to install Telegraph infrastructure in urban and rural areas of Arunachal Pradesh
asfollows,-

1. Short title and commencement :

(a) These Policy Guidelines may be called the Arunachal Pradesh Policy Guidelines for granting Right
of Way (RoW) to Telegraph Infrastructure 2023.

(b) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions:
(1) Inthese guidelines, unless the contexts otherwise requires,-
a) "Act" means Indian Telegraph Act,1885 (13 of 1885)
b) "DoT" means Department of Telecommunication, Government of India.

(

(c) "DLMC"means the District Level Monitoring Committee as formed under Para19;
(d) "Form"means the form appended in these guidelines;

(

e) "Infrastructure Provider (IP)" means any person holding an Infrastructure Provider-I registration
issued by the DoT.

(f) "Licensee" under these guidelines means any person holding a license issued under sub-section (1)
of Section 4 of the Act or an Infrastructure Provider-I registration issued by the (DoT).

(g) "Para"meansthe Para of these guidelines.

(h) "Local Body" means Urban Local Bodies like Municipal Corporation, Municipal Council or
Municipal Board in an Urban area declared under the relevant law/administrative order of the
State Government, Gram Panchayat (GP) and Village Council Development Committee (VCDC)
for Rural areas under the relevant law/administrative order of the State Government.

(i) "OFC"means optical fibre cable;
() "Rules" meansthe Indian Telegraph Right of Way Rules, 2016
(k) "HLMC" means the High Level Monitoring Committee as formed under this order/guidelines.

(I) "TERM Cell" means Telecom Enforcement, Resource and Monitoring Cell of the Department of
Telecommunication (DoT), Government of India;

(m) "Telecom Service Provider" (TSP) means and includes a person, firm, association of persons
or company who is duly licensed by the DoT under section 4 of the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885
for providing inter alia mobile phone services, internet and data transfer services etc.
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(n) Telegraph Infrastructure includes,-

(i) Telecommunication Cell Site or Base Station (TCS/BS) or Telecom Tower or Mobile Tower,
a place for tower, delta, single pole antenna, microwave antenna, telecom transceiver
machinery, related civil works, requisite cable, power supply equipment, Diesel Generator
set, cabin or cupboard for housing any or all of the aforesaid items is necessary.

(i) Ground based tower (GBT), ground based mast/monopole (GBM), roof top tower (RTT),
roof top pole (RTP).

(iii) Cell Phone Tower (CPT), Micro cell tower (MCT), antenna fixtures, fabricated antenna,
tower to install telephone lines and Wi-Fi antenna,

(iv) Pre-fabricated or masonry structure shelters or installation of Base Transceiver Station
(BTS) and other equipment.

(v) Cell-on-Wheels for duration >60 days
(vi) Cabling on the poles or electric poles.

(vii) Telegraph line laid under the ground and includes manholes, marker stones, appliances
and apparatus for the purposes of establishment or maintenance of the telegraph line:

Provided further that any temporary infrastructure for managing events/festivals/fares of
short duration (maximum 60 days) or to give coverage to blank areas, shall not be included in
Telegraph Infrastructure for the purpose of these guidelines and no formal permission is required
for installation of such temporary infrastructure.

(o) "SACFA" means Standing Advisory Committee on Frequency Allocation (SACFA) of the DoT.

(p) "Appellate Authority" means Secretary to the Government of Arunachal Pradesh, Department of
IT and Communication as specified by Gazette Notification issued by DoT, 19th June, 2017.

(q) "Land Owning Agency" is the concerned Dept/Private entity that owns the land or building or
pole or tower etc for which any kind of permission requires to be granted.

(r) "Schedule" means a Schedule appended to these guidelines.

(s) "Mobile Tower" means any above-ground contrivance for carrying, suspending or supporting a
telegraph and does not include pole.

(t) "Pole" means any above-ground contrivance of height not exceeding 8 (eight) meters for carrying,
suspending or supporting a telegraph and does not include mobile tower.

(u) "Small Cell" means alow powered cellular radio access node that has a coverage of distance
from 10 (ten) meters to 2 (two) kilometers.

(v) "Streetfurniture" means post or pole used for electricity, street light, traffic light, traffic sign, bus
stop, tram stop, taxi stand, public lavatory, memorial, public sculpture, utility pole or any other
structure or contrivance of such nature established over the property of an appropriate authority.

3. Nodal Officer for the appropriate authority :

Under sub rule (1) of rule 4, the Deputy Commissioner of the District shall be the Nodal officer for the
purpose of these guidelines. He/She shall be responsible for granting the permit in his/ her respective
district.

4. Terms and conditions for granting permission to establish over-ground telegraph infrastructure :
(@) Mobile Towers :

(i) The Radiation norms fixed by DoT have to be strictly followed by the licensee. Any citizen can
approach the TERM Cell with regard to grievance on any issue relating to radiation.

(ii) Signboards and Warning Signs ("Danger”, "Warning", "Caution" etc.) as per guidelines of DoT
shall be provided at towers and antenna sites which are clearly visible and identifiable.

(i) Thelicensee shall be permitted to erect/install telegraph infrastructure on open land including
private/Government land, land and buildings of Government or Government owned/controlled
statutory or non-Statutory institutions/bodies or at other public/private locations including roads,
parks, playgrounds, schools, colleges, hospitals, land earmarked for public utilities.

(iv) Inthe walled city area or in the area of Heritage importance the Pole/Mast shall be designed
keeping in view the Heritage character of the area as defined by competent authority.

(v) Installation of non-telecom over-ground infrastructure shall not be permitted on the right of way
granted region for underground telecom infrastructure.

(vi) Thelicensee shall be granted permission to install micro cells/Wi-Fi access points and other
required services on street light poles/bus shelters/government buildings.
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(vii)

The licensee shall install and fix the equipment such as power back-up as per the standard
norms of State Pollution Control Board in the earmarked boundary adjacent to mobile tower/
post.

The structural stability of the towers/posts and building in which it is erected, shall be ensured
by the licensee and the towers/posts and their foundations shall be designed accordingly. He
shall be solely responsible for any mishap, if it takes during or after erection of towers.

The permission shall not be withheld due to outstanding urban development tax or any other
dues payable upon the land and building applied for installation of telegraph infrastructure. But
the Nodal Officer shall communicate such tax or dues to the licensee and the Owner of the land
and building and if an undertaking is submitted by the Owner for depositing the outstanding
urban development tax or any other dues, as the case may be, then Nodal Officer shall grant
the provisional permission for a period of 60 days within which the owner shall have clear all
pending Government dues.

Mobile towers/posts being a temporary structure and essential service in nature can be installed
on any type of land/building regardless of its specified land use and shall not require change of
land use under any law.

However, certain reasonable restrictions on distance from residential areas, location of tower
etc can be imposed by Nodal Officer in view of concerns related public safety, Health & Hazard.

The area of the overground telegraph infrastructure (mobile tower) proposed to be established
shall be the area occupied by the mobile tower and the supporting infrastructures, such as base
transceiver station, engine alternator, etc. at the ground.

(b) Overground OFC infrastructure :

(i) The licensee shall be permitted to lay Overhead OFC along Electrical Polesalong open land

(if)

including private/Government land or Government owned/controlled statutory or non-Statutory
institutions/bodies or at other public/private locations including roads, parks, playgrounds,
schools, colleges, hospitals, land earmarked for public utilities.

The licensee shall liaise with Department of Power, Government of Arunachal Pradesh for Overhead
OFC plans along Electrical Poles.

The licensee shall be solely responsible for any mishap, if it takes during or after laying of
Overhead OFC along Electrical Poles.

Comprehensive Permission shall be provided to the Implementing Agencies laying OFC to lay
Cables on all the electrical poles in the state-owned electricity lines including permission to
install additional poles to prevent sagging of the OFC, provided any requirement for strengthening
of the existing poles shall be borne by the DoT through the implementing agencies. However, in
doing so, it shall be the responsibility of the DoT(Implementing Agencies), the supply of power
is not affected and the power infrastructure is not damaged.

Establishment of temporary overground telegraph infrastructure:

In case of damage of any existing underground telegraph infrastructure for any reason,
the licensee, whose existing underground telegraph infrastructure is damaged, may temporarily
establish the overground telegraph infrastructure, in lieu of the damaged underground telegraph
infrastructure, to restore the telegraph service for the period of sixty days from the date of
reporting of damage of the infrastructure to the appropriate authority. No fee or compensation
shall be charged by the appropriate authority for the establishment of temporary overground
telegraph infrastructure.

C. Usage of street furniture for installation of small cells and telegraph line

(i)

Alicensee shall for the purpose of installation of small cell and telegraph line submit an application,
along with details of street furniture and a copy of certification by a structural engineer authorized
by appropriate authority, attesting to the structural safety of the street furniture where installation
of small cells and telegraph line is proposed to be deployed, to the appropriate authority for
permissions to use street furniture for installation of small cells and telegraph line.

The application submitted under sub rule (i), shall be accompanied with such fees as may be
determined by the appropriate authority to meet administrative expenses for examination of the
application, which shall not exceed the amount specified in Part-I of the Schedule.

The appropriate authority shall, within a period not exceeding 60 (sixty) days from the date of
application made, grant permission or reject the application for reasons to be recorded in writing:

Provided that no application shall be rejected unless the applicant has been given an
opportunity of being heard on the reasons for such rejection;

Provided further that the permission shall be deemed to have been granted if the appropriate
authority fails to either grant permission or reject the application.
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5.

d.

(iv) The appropriate authority shall be entitled to receive such compensation from the licensee, not
exceeding the amount specified in Part-I1l of the Schedule, for use of street fumiture for installation
of small cells and telegraph line, as may be determined by the appropriate authority.

(v) The appropriate central authority may permit installation of small cells on their buildings and
structures.

(vi) Forthe purpose of sub rule (v), the "appropriate central authority" means the Central Government
or the authority, body, company or institution, incorporated or established by the Central
Government, in respect of property, under, over, along, across, in or upon which underground or
overground telegraph infrastructure, is to be established or maintained, vested in, or under, the
control or management of such Government, authority, body, company or institutions.

(vii) Thelicensee shall have the option of submitting single application for multiple sites and appropriate
authority shall make due provisions for accepting such applications and issuing single permission
for multiple sites accordingly for establishment of small cells.

(viii) The appropriate central authorities shall permit deployment of small cells and shall charge no
administrative fees or compensation for deployment of small cells on buildings and structures
vested in or under their control as per Part-I or Part-lll of the Schedule:

Provided that the charges shall be levied for power (as per Industry tariffs), fixtures etc.
provided by building owners as per actuals and licensee shall restore the damage done during
deployment of small cells".

Establishment of telegraph infrastructure over private property

Where the licensee proposes the establishment of overground telegraph infrastructure over
any private property, the licensee shall not require any permissions from the appropriate authority.

Provided that in case of establishment of mobile tower or pole over a private building or structure,
the licensee shall submit an intimation, in writing, to the appropriate authority, prior to commencement
of such establishment.

Provided further that along with intimation, he shall also submit the details of the building or
structure, where the establishment of mobile tower or pole is proposed, and a copy of certification by
a structural engineer, authorized by the appropriate authority, attesting to the structural safety of the
building or structure, where the mobile tower or pole is proposed to be established.

Terms and conditions for granting permission to lay underground telegraph infrastructure (OFC):

(i)

The licensee shall obtain necessary permission for laying optical fiber cable (OFC) network/underground
telegraph infrastructure and taking fiber to home under roads and overhead from the Nodal Officer of
concerned appropriate authority;

The work shall be started from the outer areas of the city and then to the core area;

Damages of roads and filling up of pits caused during the laying of underground telegraph infrastructure
and taking fiber to home shall be repaired by the concerned local body and the entire expenses, for
restoration of damaged road portion shall be charged by the local body from the licensee. Charges
for such expenses shall be fixed by the State Government from time to time, on the basis of applicable
schedule of rates for works for similar nature. The Basic Schedule of Rate (BSR) and guidelines
issued by the Public Works Department (PWD), Government of Arunachal Pradesh shall be followed
for calculating the restoration charges. Such charges shall be deposited in the advance in the form of
valid applicable financial instrument/digital payment mode within period of 30 days from the date of
grant of the permission and prior to the commencement of work of laying the underground telegraph
infrastructure. An amount equal to restoration charges, as security shall be taken (in lieu of expenses
for restoration) prior to the commencement of such work in the form of a Bank Guarantee valid for one
year if the licensee has undertaken to discharge the responsibility of restoration of damaged road
portion. The period can be extended based on the requirement:

Provided that no other charges, (except above-mentioned restoration charges and relevant
administrative charges prescribed in Part-1l of the Schedule shall be levied on the licensee.

Laying OFC through Micro:- Trenching Method shall be allowed during monsoons, provided that the
applicant takes all security measures and makes arrangements for immediate restoration of the
damage caused.

Supervision of the work :

(a) The Nodal Officer, or any officer authorized by the appropriate authority, may supervise the
execution of work to ascertain if the conditions imposed under the rules and these guidelines
are observed by the licensee;

(b) The Nodal Officer may, on the basis of such supervision, impose such other reasonable conditions
as it may think fit; including maintaining proper distance/depth of the laid OFC
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(c) If the Nodal Officer comes to the conclusion that the licensee has wilfully violated any of the
conditions, he/she may forfeit, in full or in part, the bank guarantee submitted by the licensee
and withdraw the permission, for reasons to be recorded in writing :

Provided that no action shall be taken under this clause unless the licensee has been
given a reasonable opportunity of being heard.

(d) Bank Guarantee shall not be released to the Licensee till the road asset is not restored to
original state

(e) Only pits of approximate size 1.5mtr.x1.5mtr.x1.5mtr. depth or as per requirement at site
shall be excavated in the roads where optical fiber cables are to be laid, at a distance of not
less than 100 meter. The pits shall be refilled only with granular material and shall be compacted
as per the specifications. The pits/trenches shall be reinstated within 48 hours, repeat shall
be reinstated within 48 hours, after the work at that location is over, failing which, penalty as
applicable as per the guidelines for trenching activities shall be applicable besides the
cancellation of permission etc.

(vi) Number of ducts under the roads for which permission shall be granted as per requirement of the
licensee.

(vii) The licensee shall ensure provision of positional intelligence, through appropriate technology, of
all underground telegraph infrastructures to enable the Land Owning Agency and Nodal Officer to
obtain real time information onits location.

(viii) The licensee shall carry out Ground Penetrating Radar (GPR) survey wherever necessary along the
route where the ducts shall be laid for detection of existing utilities. The data of utilities collected by
the licensee through GPR survey should be unconditionally shared with land owning body and the
Nodal Officer, free of cost.

(ix) Where Horizontal Directional Drilling technology is used for establishing underground telegraph lines
restoration charges shall be levied for pits only provided no damage has been caused to any utilities.
However, no damage shall be caused to any underground utilities while laying the ducts by using
Horizontal Directional Drilling (HDD) methodology. In case any utility is damaged, the damage so
caused to the utilities, shall be rectified by the licensee at his own cost.

(x) Ducting Methodology :
(a) Ducts shall be laid as per DoT mentioned specifications.

(b) The area of the underground telegraph infrastructure proposed to be established shall be the
length of duct multiplied by the diameter of the duct multiplied by the number of ducts.

Explanation.- "Duct” means a pipe, permanently lubricated or of any other kind, used as
underground cable conduit for telegraph line.

(c) The appropriate authority shall be entitled to receive such compensation from the licensee, not
exceeding the amount specified in Part-11l of the Schedule, for the use of the property under
which the underground telegraph infrastructure is proposed to be established, as may be
determined by the appropriate authority.

(xi) The cost of shifting conduits/OFC, wherever required, shall be borne by the licensee and instructions
of Local Body in this respect shall be complied within the time frame fixed by the concerned Local
Body.

(xii) Land Owning Agency shall not be responsible for any damage to OFC and resultant losses, if any,
due to any act of employee of Governments or Land Owning Agency, while performing official duties.
However, prior written intimation shall be given by the Land Owning Agency to the licensee. In case
local body executes the work and causes enough damage which may disrupt the service, then local
body shall be liable to pay the penalty to the licensee due to physical damage only as determined by
the State Public Works Department.

(xiii) The licensee shall make proper arrangement for access control of the chambers to avoid misuse/
illegal use of ducts and the chambers.

(xiv) Forlaying overhead OFC from fiber to home network it shall be permitted to erect poles on specified
locations on roads over the ground area not more than 1 meter X | meter. The spacing between two
poles should not be less than 50 meters in line of the sight.

(xv) The licensee shall ensure that,-

(@) Prior to the commencement of work of laying the optical fiber and at all times during the execution
of the work, the measures to mitigate public inconvenience and provisions for public safety are
implemented;

(b) Structural safety of over-ground infrastructure are implemented; and

(c) The work of laying OF C/telegraph infrastructure is carried out in accordance with the conditions
specified under the rules and these guidelines.
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6. Terms and conditions for granting permission to lay Overhead telegraph infrastructure (OFC) :

(i) Thelicensee shall obtain necessary permission for laying optical fiber cable (OF C) network/Overhead

(ii)
(iii)

(vi)

telegraph infrastructure and taking fiber to home along Electrical Poles from the Nodal Officer of
concerned appropriate authority;

The work shall be started from the outer areas of the city and then to the core area;

Damages of roads or poles caused during the laying of Overhead telegraph infrastructure and taking

fiber to home shall be repaired by the concerned local body/Land Owning Agency and the entire
expenses, for restoration of damaged road or Power Infrastructure shall be charged by the local
body/Land Owning Agency from the licensee. Charges for such expenses shall be fixed by the State
Government from time to time, on the basis of applicable schedule of rates for works for similar
nature. The Basic Schedule of Rate (BSR) and guidelines issued by the Public Works Department
(PWD)/Power Department, Government of Arunachal Pradesh shall be followed for calculating the
restoration charges. Such charges shall be deposited in the advance in the form of valid applicable
financial instrument/digital payment mode within period of 30 days from the date of grant of the
permission and prior to the commencement of work of laying the Overhead telegraph infrastructure.
An amount equal to restoration charges, as security shall be taken (in lieu of expenses for restoration)
prior to the commencement of such work in the form of a Bank Guarantee valid for one year if the
licensee has undertaken to discharge the responsibility of restoration of damaged road or Power
Infrastructure. The period can be extended based on the requirement:

Provided that no other charges, (except above-mentioned restoration charges forimmovable
property, restoration charges in case of establishment of poles for installation of small cells and
telegraph lines and relevant administrative charges as prescribed in Part-II of the Schedule shall be
levied on the licensee.

Laying Overhead OFC along Electrical Poles:-Power Distribution network of the State from Power
Department, Government of Arunachal Pradesh should be the point of reference for all planning of
Overhead OFC laying work in the State.

Supervision of the work:-

(a) The Nodal Officer, or any officer authorized by the appropriate authority, may supervise the
execution of work to ascertain if the conditions imposed under the rules and these guidelines
are observed by the licensee;

(b) The Nodal Officer may, on the basis of such supervision, impose such other reasonable conditions
as it may think fit; including maintaining proper distance of the laid OFC

(c) If the Nodal Officer comes to the conclusion that the licensee has wilfully violated any of the
conditions, he/she may forfeit, in full or in part, the bank guarantee submitted by the licensee
and withdraw the permission, for reasons to be recorded in writing :

Provided that no action shall be taken under this clause unless the licensee has been given
a reasonable opportunity of being heard.

(d) Electrical Poles, if unusable/damaged for Overhead cable laying, can be replaced by the licensee
with prior permission from Power Department and intimation to Department of IT and C.

(e) Incase of damages caused while carrying out Overhead OF C work, the infrastructure shall be
reinstated within 48 hours, failing which, penalty as applicable as determined by the SLMC
Overhead OFC laying activities shall be applicable besides cancellation of permission etc.

No damage shall be caused to any overground utilities. In case any utility is damaged, the damage
so caused to the utilities, shall be rectified by the licensee at his own cost.

(vii) Forlaying overhead OFC from fiber to home network it shall be permitted to erect poles on specified

(viii)

locations on roads over the ground area not more than 1 meter Xl meter. The spacing between two
poles should not be less than 50 meters in line of the sight.

The licensee shall ensure that,-

(@) Priorto the commencement of work of laying the optical fiber and at all times during the execution
of the work, the measures to mitigate public inconvenience and provisions for public safety are
implemented;

(b) Structural safety of over-ground infrastructure is implemented; and

(c) The work of laying OF C/telegraph infrastructure is carried out in accordance with the conditions
specified under the rules and these guidelines.
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7. Application for permission :

(1) Application (in duplicate) for permission for establishment of over-ground telegraph infrastructure
or for its renewal shall be submitted to the Nodal Officer in the Form-1 along-with following documents.-

(i) A copy of relevant license/IP-| registration certificate issued by the Department of
Telecommunications. It needs to be submitted only once per licensee to a particular Nodal
Officer defined under rule 3 of these guidelines.

(i) Location map from any publicly available source (scale 1:1000) showing the site with its latitude-
longitude. Licensee shall share all new and existing GIS map of OFC routes and towers with the
Department of IT and Communicationand DTC.

(iii) Thedetailed technical design and drawings of the tower/post or other above ground infrastructure
including the specification of foundation. In case the tower/ post etc. is within 100 meter aerial
distance of high or low tension line, then its distance from the same shall be clearly indicated in
the drawings.

(iv) Copy of Structural Stability Certificate for the building and tower/post obtained from any authorized
Structural Engineer, or/from recognized institute or a Structural Engineer registered or employed
in Central or State Government Service or a Quasi- Government Organization or any other
agencies authorized from time to time by the State Government.

(v) Copy of No-objection Certificate issued by the Fire Safety Department in case of high rise
buildings where fire clearance is mandatory.

(vi) Copy of SACFA clearance/copy of SACFA application for the said location submitted to Wireless
Planning and Coordination (WPC) wing of DoT with registration number as WPC acknowledgement
along with undertaking that in case of any objection/rejection, licensee shall take corrective
actions/remove the tower.

(Note : the copy can be submitted to the Nodal Officer as soon as the location is finalized and
the tower is installed).

(vii) For Forest/Protected Areas, the copy of clearance from State Environment and Forest Department,
if applicable.

(viii) Acknowledgement receipt issued by TERM Cell on the basis of self-certificate submitted by
licensee in respect of mobile tower/Base Transceiver. Station (BTS) establishing/certifying that
all general public areas around the tower shall be within safe Electro Magnetic Radiation (EMR)
exposure limit as per peak traffic measurement after the antennas starts radiating.

(Note: It can be submitted within 30 days after radiating the tower).

(ix) Copy of the type test certificate issued by Automotive Research Association of India (ARAI) to
the manufactures of the DG sets.

(x) Ownership title document of the building/site needs to be submitted. (Self attested copies).
However, production of Patta/approved map should not be insisted upon but in specific cases
such documents if required then same needs to be submitted.

(xi) Attested copy of Lease Agreement Deed/Consent Letter, signed by the applicant and the owner
of the site/building.

(xii) The Nodal Officer/Land Owning Agency may also seek the copy of No Objection Certificate
(NOC)/ Consent Letter from building owners/entities/societies having roof top rights in case of
roof based tower or from land owner in case of ground based tower.

(xiii) In case the permission is sought in the land/premises of any office of Central Government or a
PSU of Central Government, the prior written consent or copy of agreement from the authority
having legitimate right over the land/premises shall be attached with the application.

(2) Application for permission to lay underground telegraph infrastructure or taking fiber to home
in the right of way shall be submitted to the Nodal Officer in Form-2 along-with following documents,-

(i) a copy of relevant license/IP-I registration certificate issued by the Department of
Telecommunications. It needs to be submitted only once per licensee/IP.

(i) the location map showing the proposed underground telegraph infrastructure including route
planned, exact latitude and longitude, nature of land

(ii) the copy of consent of the owner of land/building where the OFC/telegraph infrastructure proposed
to be laid;

(iv) certificate by a structural engineer (as mentioned in Para 5 (1) (iv)) attesting to the structural
safety of building where the post or other above-ground contrivances is proposed to be established
on a building;
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(8)

(v) the detailed technical design and drawings of the post or other above-ground contrivances
(in case of over-ground cabling);

(vi) the copy of approval issued by the DoT for locations of the above-ground contrivances proposed
to be used for the transmission of Radio waves or Hertzian waves (in case of over-ground
cabling);

(vii) ForForest/Protected Areas, the copy of clearance from State Environment and Forest Department,
if applicable.

(Note : NOC of Forest Department would not be required in areas not covered under Forest/
Protected Areas.)

The licensee shall submit a copy of receipt in proof of the payment of application fee and other
charges as prescribed under the Schedule of these guidelines.

The licensee shall furnish such other relevant information as may be required by the Nodal Officer or
as the State Government may direct.

The licensee may also submit the soft copy of the application along with all the forms, statements
and documents.

Application, if the licensee desires, may be submitted On-line in cases of such appropriate authorities,
wherever they have proper arrangements for this purpose till the time Department of IT and
Communication come up with a common on-line platform for the State for receipt/processing of
application. Department of IT and Communication shall develop the same within -3 months from
the date of notification of these guidelines.

In cases where applications for permission for establishment of telegraph infrastructure has been
submitted under erstwhile Order/s of the State Government for new as well as existing telegraph
infrastructure but permission has not been issued, then in such cases, there would be no need
to submit fresh application. However, any documents required under these guidelines, but not
submitted earlier, shall be submitted along-with the fee/charges under these guidelines. The
Nodal Officer shall issue the permission in accordance with these guidelines. The fees/charges
paid earlier shall be adjusted and such pending application should be disposed of within 30 days
from the deposit of remaining fee/charges and submission of remaining documents. In case the
fees paid is excess the same shall be refunded to the applicant. In case the permission has not
been granted in 30 days, the Licensee shall re-approach the Nodal Officer after the 30th day from
the submission of the complete application on which Nodal Officer will be required to revert in next
15 days, else the application shall be considered deemed to be approved post 15th day.

All applications received by the Nodal Officer shall be entered in a Register in Form-3 and shall be
maintained for record.

8. Examination and scrutiny of applications:

(1)

The Nodal Officer, shall, within three days of the receipt of the application, send it to the Engineering
or Planning cell of the Land Owning Agency for examination, who, considering Parameters as detailed
in Para below, shall submit their report within three days of the receipt of the application from the
Nodal Officer.

In case the permission is sought for overground telegraph infrastructure(in addition to the scrutiny
mentioned in 7(1) above); the Nodal Officer, shall within three official working days of the receipt of
the application shall send it to the EAC/Circle Officer concerned having jurisdiction of the area for
examination and, who, considering parameters as detailed in Para 8 below, shall submit their report
within seven official working days of the receipt of the copy of application to the Nodal Officer.

The Nodal Officer also, shall scrutinize the applications and verify or cause to be verified the contents
and facts envisaged in the application and in other supporting documents within seven official working
days of the receipt of report under sub-Para (1) or (2) above, as the case may be.

If after scrutiny of documents and other details, the Nodal Officer is of the opinion that any additional
relevant information on the subject matter required to be sought, he may require the licensee within
a period of fifteen official working days from the receipt of the application to submit the same and the
licensee shall be bound to submit such additional information within ten official working days, failing
which the application may be disposed off ex-parte within the stipulated period specified in Para-9.

9. Parameters for examination of application :

Only online applications shall be accepted for installation or laying any kind of Telegraph Infrastructure
through the centralized online Right of Way (RoW) portal of the DoT and/or any other portal authorized by
the Department of IT and Communications, Government of Arunachal Pradesh.

(1)

The application for establishment of over-ground telegraph infrastructure shall be examined with
respect to the following parameters, namely.-

(a) the extent of land required for such infrastructure;

(b) thelocation proposed;
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(2)

(c) the mode and time duration for execution of the work;

(d) the estimation of the expenses that the Local Body and Land Owning Agency shall necessarily
be put in consequence of the work proposed to be undertaken shall be prepared as per the
latest instruction/ guidelines of the Public Works Department, Government of Arunachal Pradesh;

(e) assessment of the inconvenience that the public is likely to be put to in consequence of the
establishment or maintenance of the above ground telegraph infrastructure, and the measures
to mitigate such inconvenience indicated by the licensee;

(f) Certification/ information indicated in the documents as required under sub-Para (1) of Para 6 of
these guidelines.

(g) Consultation with members of Local Body, if deemed fit.

The application for laying of underground telegraph infrastructure shall be examined with respect to
the following parameters, namely.-

(a) the route planned for the proposed underground telegraph infrastructure and the possible
interference, either in the establishment or maintenance of such telegraph infrastructure, with
any other public infrastructure that may have been laid along the proposed route ;

(b) the mode of execution;

(c) thetime duration for execution of the work and the time of day that the work is proposed to be
executed ;

(d) theestimation of the expenses that the local body and Land Owning Agency shall necessarily
be put in consequence of the work proposed to be undertaken;

(e) the responsibility of restoration of any change that the local body/Land Owning Agency may
necessarily may put in consequence of the work proposed to be undertaken;

(f) assessment of measures to ensure public safety and inconvenience that the public is likely to
be put in consequence of the work proposed and the measures to mitigate such inconvenience
indicated by the licensee;

(g) Certification/information indicated in the documents as required under sub-Para (2) of Para 6 of
these guidelines.

10. Disposal of applications :

1.

The Nodal Officer shall be responsible for the single window clearance of the application made by the
licensee.

The Nodal Officer, examining and considering all the facts including facts mentioned in the application
and reports received under sub-Para (1) or (2), as the case may be, of Para-7 and objections/
suggestions, if any, filed under sub-Para (3) of Para 7, shall within a period not exceeding sixty (60)
official working days from the date of application received under Para 6

(a) Grant permission on conditions as specified in Para 4 or 5, as the case may be, and conditions
of time, mode of execution, measures to mitigate public inconvenience or enhance public safety
as specified by the Nodal Officer subject to the provisions of the rules and these guidelines. The
permission shall be issued in Form-4 or Form-5, as the case may be,

(b) Reject the application for reasons to be recorded in writing. The permission may be refused only
if the application is found to be against any of the provisions of the rules and these guidelines
but shall not be refused on any extraneous ground:

Provided that no application shall be rejected unless the applicant licensee has been given
an opportunity of being heard or minimum time of seven (7) official working days to furnish the
required details as sought on the reasons for such rejection.

Provided further that the permission shall deemed to be granted if the Nodal Officer fails
to either grant permission under (a) or reject the application under (b) within sixty (60) official
working days; and the same shall be communicated in writing (in the Form-4 or 5) to the
applicant- licensee not later than five (5) official working days after permission is deemed to
have been granted.

Application fee and other charges :

The licensee shall be charges as per the rates specified at Part-I, Il & Il of the Schedule, appended to
these guidelines.

Fee and other charges in respect of installation/laying telegraph infrastructure on Government
lands and buildings:

(1) The licensee shall deposit application fee and other charges as specified under the Schedule in

respect of lands and buildings of Central/State Government or statutory or non-statutory bodies/
institutions.
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(2) Thelicensee shall also deposit following annual charges for using area of lands and buildings of

Government or statutory or non-statutory bodies/institutions apart from the charges specified in
sub-Para (1) follows namely:

(a) Incase of lands and buildings belonging to Central Government or statutory or non-statutory
bodies/institutions of the Central Government, rates of annual charges as may be determined
by the Central Government, shall be deposited in the funds of the concerned Department of
Central Government or statutory or non-statutory bodies/institutions, as the case may be.

(b) In case of lands and buildings belonging to State Government or statutory or non-statutory
bodies/institutions/agencies of the State Government including local bodies annual charges
shall be deposited as determined by HLMC from time to time

(c) In case of each Wi-Fi antenna or Micro Cell unit with utility box attached to Micro Cell are
installed on any land or building including bus shelters, street, light pole, public places, other
Government premises annual charges as determined by HLMC shall be deposited by the licensee
to the Land Owning Agency.

(d) Thelicensee shall have to deposit charges as determined by HLMC per pole annually to the
local body/Land Owning Agency for use of street light poles to carry OFC/Aerial cabling.

(e) The annual rent for putting up manhole/chamber on the OFC route shall be charged @ 1% of the
notified land rules of the area taking actual number of chambers and their actual size into
consideration. Any other charges shall not, however, be levied for putting up chambers.

(f) The licensee may, if he so desires, deposit one time charges under clause (b) or clause (c) or
clause (d), clause (e), as the case may be, which would be equal to eight times of such full
annual charges. Such a payment would exempt the licensee from further liability of payment of
aforesaid annual charges under clause (b) or clause (c) or clause (d), clause (e), as the case
may be.

(9) Restoration charges for laying underground OF C to the Land Owning Agency shall be deposited
as mentioned in clause (iii) of para-5.

(h) No fee and charges shall be recovered from the Government Departments for establishing
Telecommunication system including towers/poles for their use.

13. Guidelines for installations of in-building solutions (IBS) in Government Buildings :

14.

The in-building systems may be set-up in buildings to obtain good coverage and capacity to the mobile
network inside the building by ensuring that the signals don't have to penetrate thick walls. The infrastructure
required to be installed requires extensive wiring in building which could be internal or external based on
the aesthetical requirement of the owner. This solution is beneficial to the mobile users as well as mobile
operators as it reduces the load of the mobile towers and gives coverage to the mobile users. In this
regard, following guidelines shall be followed.

(1)

Identification/selection of Government buildings for in-building solution would be done by the concerned
department and request for installing IBS can be communicated to the Telecom Service Provider who
in-turn shall conduct a survey to see the possibility of installing IBS in the said premises/building.
The survey shall be verified by an engineer from Public Works Department who is member of the
District Level Monitoring Committee.

The permission for setting such a facility would be given by the concerned Head of department of the
building and issue enabling order to allow such installations. In view of requirement of exterior/interior
wiring for in-building solution, the line plan should be got approved by the maintenance agency for
electrical services for the said building. The service provider would also look into the security
considerations of the Government offices.

Tenure of permission and renewal :

(1)

The permission accorded shall be valid from the date of its issuance and it shall be limited up to the
periods of permission/license granted by the DoT. The licensee shall submit application for renewal
of permission to the Nodal Officer at least sixty official working days before the expiry of the permission
along with all the documents as required for new permission. The Nodal Officer shall renew the
permission after charging fee and other charges as prescribed under the Schedule.

The Nodal Officer shall renew the permission up to the period of the permission/license granted to the
licensee by the DoT under the Indian Telegraph Act, 1885.

The Nodal Officer shall dispose of renewal application within fifteen official working days. If application
for renewal is submitted in time, the operation of the Mobile Tower etc. shall not be discontinued for
any delay in disposal of application for clearance by the Nodal Officer.

(1) Wherever permission has already been granted under erstwhile policy/orders, the same shall hold
good and no fresh permission shall be required under these guidelines. The tenure of permission so
granted shall be from the date of its issuance and it shall also be limited up to the period of permission/
license granted by the DoT

(2) For all the existing mobile towers where application has been already submitted, shall be regularized
by Nodal Officers on the basis of application and documents already submitted. Earlier fees paid, if
any, by the licensee shall be adjusted as per the new guidelines which shall also taken into
consideration the payments already made and under process with various local authorities. In case
the permission has not been granted in 30 days from the date of commencement of this policy, the
Licensee shall re-approach the local body on which local body is required to revert in next 15 days,
else the application shall be considered deemed to be approved post 15th day.

(3) For all the existing mobile towers etc. wherein formal permission has not been issued by the Nodal
Officer and application not submitted, shall be regularized upon submission of application in Form-6
along with information and documents as specified therein and after the payment of prescribed
fee/charges under these guidelines. Such application shall be submitted within six months of issue
of these guidelines, after which they said mobile towers etc. shall be deemed as unauthorized. Once
the application is submitted within due time, the operation of the Mobile Tower shall not be discontinued
till disposal of the application by the Nodal Officer or till the disposal of appeal (if any) filed in time
with Appellate Authority, whichever is later. In case the permission has not been granted in 30 days,
the Licensee shall re-approach the local body after the 30th day from the submission of the complete
application on which local body required to revert in next 15 days, else the application shall be
considered deemed to be approved post 15th day.

(4) Telecom Installations are critical communication infrastructure for ssamless mobile and internet services
to the citizens. In order to avoid disruption in mobile/internet communication, an essential service,
sealing of existing and operational base transceiver station towers or any interruption to internet
service by disconnection of electricity of such tower or any equipments/accessories installed for
internet transmission may not be resorted to without the consent of the respective TERM Cell in
respect of the EMF radiation related issues.

Construction/ repair works by various utility service providers of State/ Central authorities :

The agencies of various utility service providers extending services such as electricity (DISCOMs), water
supply pipes, gas pipes, sewerage, RoW works (PWD/NHAI) etc. while undertaking new construction/
repair works in specific alignment to optical fibre cable (OFC) shall intimate to concerned Nodal Officer
and Land Owning Agency and also to concerned TSP/IP providers well in advance not less than 15 official
working days before the start of work so as to give sufficient time to TSP/IP to make plans for shifting of
OFCl/alternate rout in order to avoid disruption in mobile/internet services.As the TSP/IP are providing/
supporting Telecom services the power disconnection to telecom installations on account of any
planned repair/maintenance activity shall not be done without prior notice to the concerned TSP/IP at
least 15 days in advance.

Seizure and removal of unauthorized telegraph infrastructure :

(1) If any person, after the issuance of these guidelines, installs or continues to install any tower or any
other telegraph infrastructure without obtaining the prior permission and depositing the prescribed
fee and charges then in such cases power/electricity connections shall not be provided. The Nodal
Officer, through Local Body and Land Owning Agency, may seize and remove such tower and the
expenses incurred by the Local Body and Land Owning Agency for such removal or seizure shall be
recovered from the licensee/person concerned :

Provided that before seizure or removal of tower etc. the Nodal Officer shall afford an opportunity
of hearing to the concerned person/licensee by giving at least thirty days' notice to him.

(2) Incase any Telecommunication system has been seized or removed under this Para, intimation
shall be sent immediately to Department of IT and C and to the TERM Cell of DoT in the State.
TERM cell, Arunachal Pradesh office shall update details of their designated officials with the
Department of IT and Communication from time to time.

Right of authorities to seek removal :

(1) Where the State Government or local body or Land Owning Agency or the Nodal Officer, having
regard to circumstances which have arisen since the installation of any telecom tower or the
establishment of any underground or over-ground OF C/telegraph infrastructure under, over, along
across, in or upon any immoveable property vested in or under the control or management of the
State Government or the local body or the appropriate authority, that is necessary and expedient to
remove or alter such telecom tower or OF C/telegraph infrastructure, the Nodal Officer shall issue a
notice to the applicant (licensee), being the owner of such telecom tower or OFC/telegraph
infrastructure, to remove or alter its location.

Provided that the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh may, if satisfied that such marriage is permissible
under the personal law applicable to such person and other party to the marriage and that there are other
grounds for so doing, exempt any person from the operation of these rules.

5. Power to relax : Where the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh is of opinion that it is necessary or
expedient so to do, he may, by other, for reason to be recorded in writing and in consultation with
APPSC/ Department of Administrative Reforms, relax any of the provisions of these rules with respect of
any class or category of persons.

7. Repeal and Saving : All Rules and Procedures corresponding to these Rules and Procedures in force
immediately before to the commencement of these rules are hereby repealed, provided that any order
made or action taken under the rules so repealed shall be deemed to have been validity made or taken
under the corresponding provisions of these rules

Nothing in these rules shall affect reservation/relaxation of age limit and other concessions required to be
provided for the Schedule Tribes of Arunachal Pradesh and other special categories of persons in accordance
with the orders issued by the Government of Arunachal Pradesh from time to time in this regard.

No. 01/PCCF-MISC/2020/Case No. 22(AP)/2022/3377-91.—The Hon'ble Governor, Arunachal Pradesh is
pleased to accord sanction for the creation of Special Tiger Protection Force (STPF) for Pakke, Namdapha and
Kamlang Tiger Reserves as per the following terms and conditions stipulated by the National Tiger Conservation
Authority under Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, Government of India in the Guidelines for
constituting the Special Tiger Protection Force (STPF) - Option-ll (comprising of forest personnel) issued
vide letter No. 15-5/2008-NTCA (Part-11l), dated the 9th January, 2013.

Name of the Force

The force will be known as Special Tiger Protection Force (STPF).

Aim and objective of the STPF

The main aim and objective of the STPF would be

To safeguard forests and forest produce ;
To protect tigers and their habitats ;

To prevent smuggling of wildlife articles ;
To protect wildlife habitats ;

To protect and safeguard assets of the Environment, Forest and Climate Change department of the
State including those of the Tiger Reserves ; and

To assist in scientific management of the forests ;

Composition of the Force :

The STPF will not be an "Armed Force of the Union", but a modest, dedicated force comprising of
forest personnel as suited to tiger reserves, not conforming to the large scale of Central Forces.

The STPF would be comprised of 3 companies and would be a specialized Force with its own structure
and composition as required for tiger reserves. A company would be distributed into 3 Platoons and 18
Sections. The Company would be headed by an officer of the rank of Assistant conservator of Forest
and Platoon by an officer of the rank of Range Forest Officer.

Each company (of 112 personnel) of the STPF would be headed by the Tiger Force Assistant Conservator
of Forests and three Tiger Force Range Officers.

The STPF personnel would serve in the force till the age of 40 years and should be transferred to the
normal functioning duties of the Environment, Forest and Climate Change department while ensuring
new, suitable substitute recruitment. The STPF personnel would normally be posted in a same tiger
reserve for a minimum tenure of three years for every single occasion.

In all, there would be 108 Special Tiger Guards in a company, who would be equivalent to the rank of
aregular Forest Guard in the State Forest Department. The appointment of all personnel would be
done as per the existing rules and procedures. The STPF would be recognized as a separate cadre
with due identity having professional competence through specialized training.

The Force would comprise of one company of 112 personnel each for Pakke Tiger Reserve, Namdapha

Tiger Reserve and Kamlang Tiger Reserve. Further each company is distributed into 3 Platoons and
18 Sections. The Company would be headed by an officer of the rank of Assistant conservator of
Forests and Platoons by an officer of the rank of Range Forest Officer.
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Structure of the company (112 Personnel) :

(i) The company would comprise of three platoons, with each platoon under a Tiger Force Range
Officer, assisted by 36 Special Tiger Guards.

They will be engaged on contractual basis, initially for a period of one
year, further extendable for each year subject to performance assessment. The detailed cost estimation as per
the guidelines of NTCA have been givenin Annexure- I (F).

Overall command and control :

The Tiger Force Assistant Conservator of Forests in-charge of the STPF and other personnel would work
under the overall control and supervision of the Field Director of a Tiger Reserve. The administrative and
operational command would be under the control of the Field Director of the tiger reserve. The NTCA,
through the Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger would pay the deployment charges to the State
Government or reimburse such costs relating to STPF, on the line of India Reserve Battalion.

Only during an emergency situation, the Ministry of Environment, Forest and climate Change, Government
of India would have the authority to ask the State for deployment of the STPF companies from one reserve
/area to another within the same State using the first right of call. Otherwise, the STPF would be under the
overall administrative control of the State Authorities. The Government of India will also have full authority
to ask the State Government to make the companies available for deployment elsewhere in other tiger
reserves within the State, or in sensitive inter-state border areas for tiger protection. It will also have the
right to decide the number of companies to be posted in each tiger reserve.

(iii) In Arunachal Pradesh, the force would be in overall command and control of the Principal Chief

Conservator of Forest (Wildlife & Biodiversity) and Chief Wildlife Warden. The day to day administrative
and operational control of the Force would rest with the Field Director of the Tiger Reserve. The
deployment of a section or a platoon thereof will, however, be decided by the Chief Wildlife Warden in
consultation with the Field Director of the concerned Tiger Reserve. The Force Would be deployed in
different forest areas of the Tiger Reserve, check gates, offices based on the exigencies of the situation
and operational requirements pertaining to protection of forests and wildlife. It would also assist the
forest officers in carrying out eviction of encroachments from the notified protected areas. However, it
would not be engaged for law-and-order work under the civil administration unless required in the event
of extreme urgency/ emergency and only after approval of the NTCA.

(iv) Asthe STPF has to carry out sensitive operations, it would be equipped with the advanced weapons as per

(i)

guidelines of the NTCA. Provision would be made for wireless sets, mobile phones, satellite phones and
other specialised communication and technical equipment needed for communication and surveillance.

Recruitment :

The recruitment for the STPF would be the done through Arunachal Pradesh Staff Selection Board (APSSB)
for Group-C posts and Arunachal Pradesh Public Service Commission (APPSC) for Group - A and
Group - B posts in consultation with the Arunachal Pradesh Environment, Forest and Climate Change
Department, subject to the educational qualifications and physical standards prescribed as perrule. The
age limit is fixed as per the RR of Forest Guard to be adapted for the recruitment of Special Tiger Guards
of STPF. The age limit for direct recruitment of Special Tiger Guards is fixed between 18 to 32 years,
relaxable 5 (Five) years for APST as per provisions of the existing RR. The direct recruitment process will
continue on regular basis as per the vacancies arises in STPF.After attaining the age of 40 years, the
STPF Special Tiger Guards will be transferred out of STPF to the normal functioning duties as Forest
Guard against the existing vacancies of direct recruitment of regular Forest Guards in the EF&CC Department
(on priority basis by anticipating and planning such arrangements well in advance by the department).
Such transferred Special Tiger Guards posts will be counted as vacancy in STPF Special Tiger Guards of
that respective Tiger Reserve. The Special Tiger Guards after getting transferred from STPF to the normal
functioning of the Department, they shall be entitled for all the benefits of normal regular Forest Guards of
the Department including promotions (the recruitment seniority will be kept intact throughout the service
period).

Recruitment to the posts of Special Tiger Guards of the STPF companies would be done through direct
recruitment as per the existing RR of the Forest Guard in the Department, while the STPF Assistant
Conservator of Forests and the STPF Range Forest Officers would be posted to the Force from the
Environment, Forest Department and Climate Change department of the State on their own pay scale
without any extra remuneration and the STPF created posts of ACF & RFO would be added to the already
existing posts of the department and recruited as per the existing RR of the respective posts.
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(iii) The Assistant Conservator of Forests and the Range Officers would be selected from the State Cadre to
the STPF through a Selection Committee comprising of State Government officials and representatives
from the Police and Paramilitary Forces to ensure required physical standards, aptitude and age below
40 years. The RFO and Special Tiger Guards will wear the uniform as per their entitlements in the existing
uniform code of the department (Special Tiger Guards will be treated as Forest Guards for all such purposes).
The ACF shall also wear the uniform in the Force which is equivalent in the rank of Deputy Superintendent
of Police (Dy. SP) in the Police Department of the State.

(iv) On attainment of the age of 40 years, STPF personnel would be transferred to other units of the State
Forest Department.The State Government would concur to transfer the STPF personnel in the regular
establishment of Environment, Forest and Climate Change department after such personnel attain the age
of 40 years for posting in any area within the said department, other than tiger reserves.

(v) Inall, there would be 108 Special Tiger Guards in a company, who would be equivalent to the rank of a
regular Forest Guard in the Environment, Forest and Climate Change department and recruited without
compromising the physical standards. The appointment of all personnel would be done by the State
Government as per existing rules and procedures. The STPF would be recognized as a separate cadre
with due identity having professional competence through specialized training.

7. Legal immunity to STPF for discharging the official mandate :
(i) The STPF personnel, being forest officers, will have powers as conferred to them by law.

(i) The State Government would confer powers to the STPF personnel under sub-section (3) of Section 197 of
the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974), and all powers enabling it in that behalf, the power to use
fire arms to combat tiger poaching and related offence within the tiger habitat, through a notification. In this
context, sub-section (2) of Section 197 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974) would be made
applicable to all personnel of the STPF.

(iv) Whenever, firing is resorted to by the STPF personnel, each such incident shall be enquired into by the
Executive Magistrate ; any proceeding, including instituting a criminal case or arrest can be initiated only
if it is held, as a result of the Magisterial Enquiry, that the use of fire arms has been unnecessary, unwarranted
and excessive and only after such report has been accepted by the Government after due examination.

8. Training:

(i) The STPF personnel would receive special training from the State Police Department as well as the
Paramilitary Forces, based on a special syllabus for skill development, combating poaching and enabling
intelligence-based enforcement in a forest terrain.

(i) The training of the STPF would be on the pattern of a special syllabus of basic training which would include
wildlife crime control and wildlife management, as prescribed by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change through NTCA, in consultation with the Ministry of Home Affairs.

(iii) A Special Capsule Course at the Wildlife Institute of India and the State Police Academy would be organized
for the Assistant Conservator of Forests and the Range Forest Officers to impart the necessary skills
relating to the STPF.

(iv) Aspecialized commando training (including physical fithess) would be designed with the help of State
Police and National Security Guard for the STPF personnel.

(v) Arrangements would be made for regular physical training of STPF in collaboration with suitable agencies.

(vi) Specialized trainings would be provided in enforcement procedures by noted agencies including
international visits if the need arises.

(vii) The STPF would be given a special identity by prescribing a special uniform to enable recognition.

(viii) The training cost incurred by the State in the context of STPF would be supported under the Training
component of the ongoing Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger (need-based).

9. Deployment of STPF :

The STPF would be deployed in Tiger Reserves of Arunachal Pradesh.
10. Financial implications :

(i) Theinitial funding support for raising, arming and deploying the STPF would be provided from the one-time
grant given to the Project Tiger / National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA), and would be supported
subsequently in an ongoing manner through 90% central assistance from the ongoing Centrally Sponsored
Scheme of Project Tiger and remaining 10% from the Arunachal Pradesh State Government.
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(i) The abstract of the cost details relating to salary, procurement of vehicles, arms and ammunition, infrastructure,
the detailed cost estimation as per the NTCA standing guidelines are provided in the Annexures-l (A) to | (F).

(iii) The MoEF and CC will bear 90% of the total expenditure (Recurring and Non-recurring)and the Arunachal
Pradesh State Government will bear the remaining 10% of the total cost initially for a period of 5 years to
set up STPF and its maintenance. The same will continue beyond 5 years as per the agreed terms and
conditions of the MoU with the 90:10 ratio of funding by Government of India and Government of Arunachal
Pradesh respectively.

(iv) Further, the cost estimates are only indicative as per the present guidelines of NTCA, the same is subjected
to be revised as per the cost escalation and introduction of new guideline.

CONSUMER GRIEVANCES REDRESSAL FORUM AND OMBUDSMAN REGULATIONS
(2nd AMENDMENT)-2024

No. APSERC/NOTIFICATION/40/2024.—In exercise of the powers conferred on Regulation (28) of Arunachal
Pradesh State Electricity Regulatory Commission (consumer grievances redressal forum and ombudsman
regulations), Regulations, 2024, APSERC hereby makes Amendment in the above-mentioned regulations of
2015 published in the Extraordinary Gazette of Arunachal Pradesh, dated 16th September, 2015 by making
additions as mentioned hereafter.

1.  Short title and commencement:

(1) These regulation may be now called the Arunachal Pradesh State Electricity Regulatory Commission
(consumer grievances redressal forum and ombudsman regulations), Regulations, 2024
(2nd Amendment) Regulations, 2024.

(2) These regulation shall come into force from the date of their publication in official Gazette of
Arunachal Pradesh.

2.  Amendment of Regulation 5 of Principal Regulation shall be substituted as under:
Clause 5. Establishment of Forum. -

(1) Everydistribution licensee shall, within six months, from the grant of licence, establish, in its area
of supply, under sub-section (5) of Section 42 of the Act, a Forum for Redressal of Grievances of the
consumers, in accordance with the guidelines contained in these Regulations:

Provided that the distribution licensee may, by an order, after considering factors such as the
number of representations received, disposal of representation within the specified time limit, ease of
access for the consumer and the geographical area, establish more than one Forum in its area of supply
and in that event each such Forum shall have the jurisdiction as the distribution licensee, out of its total
area of supply, define the territorial jurisdiction of each Forum in such order.

(2) Every distribution licensee has to constitute three tier consumer Grievances Redressal forum,
namely:

(@) 1st tier shall be at the Sub-Division level headed by an executive not below the rank of Assistant
Engineer or equivalent.

(b) 2ndtier shall be at Circle level headed by an executive not below the rank of Superintending
Engineer or equivalent.

(c) 3rd tier shall be at headquarter level headed by an Executive not below the rank of Chief
Engineer or equivalent.

(3) Inorderto ensure that all grievances are disposed of within the specified time limit the Commission
may, from time to time, direct the licensee to increase the number of Forums.
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3. Amendment of Regulation 7 of Principal Regulation: clause (I) & (ii) shall be substituted as
under:

Clause 7 Constitution of Forum and a Appointments of its Members. - (1) Every Forum shall consist of
three Members including the Chairperson, who shall be persons of experience, ability, integrity and
standing, and out of them —

(i) Chairman and one Member shall be appointed by the distribution licensee out of its officers in all
three tiers—

(a) Incase of 1st Tier, Chairman shall be of the level of Assistant Engineer with one member of the
level of Junior Engineer of distribution licensee and

(b) Incase of 2nd Tier, Chairman shall be of the level of Superintending Engineer with one member
of the level of Executive Engineer of the distribution licensee and

(c) Incase of 3rd Tier, Chairman shall be of the level of Chief Engineer with one member of the level
of Superintending Engineer of the distribution licensee subject to a provision that no single
person can hold any position in more than one tier and

(i) one Independent Member in each tier shall be designated/appointed by the licensee after seeking
approval from the Commission —

(a) who are representatives of the registered voluntary consumers protection organizations or
NGOs or consumer activists or members of Registered Society with experience of at least 3
years for tier one (1), 5 years for tier two (2) and 8 years for tier three (3) in dealing with the
matters concerning “consumer grievances/interests”;

Provided that such person to be designated/appointed as Independent Member of the
Forum shall not have been in the employment in any capacity under, or agency of the licensee;
for a minimum period of one year prior to his being designated/appointed as the Independent
Member of the Forum.

4. Amendment of Regulation 13 of Principal Regulation: clause (b) shall be substituted as under:

Clause 13 (b) in case of the independent member the sitting fee/ honorarium for such Independent
Member of all the tiers under clause (ii) of sub- regulation (1) of regulation 7 shall be:

(a) Y1000 (Rupees one thousand) only for each day of sitting to the independent Member of 1st tier.
(b) 2000 (Rupees two thousand) only for each day of sitting to the independent Member of 2nd tier.
(c) 3000 (Rupees three thousand) only for each day of sitting to the independent Member of 3rd tier.

Provided the sitting fee/ honorarium for such Independent Member may be changed/modified
by the Commission from time to time and shall be borne by the licensee.

No. TPT (B)-12031/8/2023/441.—In exercise of the power conferred under clause (p) sub-section

2 of Section 65 of the Motor Vehicles Act, (Central Act 59 of 1988), the Governor of Arunachal Pradesh is
pleased to adopt the Central Motor Vehicle Amendment Rules, 2021 of CHAPTER XI, Recognitions,
Regulation and Control of Automated Testing Stations, for operation in the State of Arunachal Pradesh,
from the date of its notification in the Arunachal Pradesh Gazette as notified by Government of India, Ministry
of Road Transport and Highways vide G.S.R 652 (E), dated 23rd September, 2021 and amended by G.S.R
797 (E), dated 31st October, 2022 reproduced below,

“RECOGNITION, REGULATION AND CONTROL OF AUTOMATED TESTING STATION

Applicability : The provisions of this chapter shall be applicable for the recognition, regulation and
control of automated testing stations, the procedure for fitness testing of vehicles through automated
equipment and the procedure for grant of Certificate of Fitness by automated testing stations.

Definitions : (1) In this Chapter, unless the context otherwise requires:
(i) “Act” means The Motor Vehicles Act,1988(59 of 1988) ;

(i) “Automated testing station” means any automated testing facility, authorized by the State
Government, where vehicle fitness testing maybe conducted through automated vehicle testing
equipment in accordance with the provisions of this chapter 003B.

(iii) “Certificate of Fitness” means the certificate issued by a prescribed authority, referred to in
sub-section (1) Section 56 of the Act, or by an authorized testing station, in Form 38 for transport
vehicles and in Form 25 for non-transport vehicles, as the case may be, to the effect that
the vehicle complies, for the time being, with all the requirements of the Act and the rules made
the reunder.

(iv) “Registering Authority” means authority not below the rank of Commissioner/secretary Transport
of the State Government who will be empowered to issue Preliminary Registration Certificates,
issue and renew Registration Certificates under this chapter for the registration of automated
testing stations.

(v) “Appellate Authority” for the purpose of rule 183, will be the authority not below the rank of “Regional
Transport/District Transport Officer” before whom appeal against test result for a vehicle given by
an automated testing station can be preferred ;

(vi) “Preliminary Registration Certificate” means the certificate granted by the Registering Authority
permitting the applicant to commence setting up or construction or establishment of an automated
testing station.

(vii) “Registration Certificate” means the certificate granted by the Registering Authority permitting any
Automated testing station to commence operations.

(viii) “Owner” means a person including any individual or company or association or body of individuals
or special purpose vehicle or State Government, who is a registered owner of an automated testing
station ;

(ix) Networth for afinancial year means the difference between total assets and to total abilities.

(x) “Operator’ means a person including any individual or company or association or body of individuals
or special purpose vehicle or State Government, authorized by the Registering Authority of the
State Government to undertake the responsibility of managing the affairs and operations of the
automated testing station such as hiring of staff, conduct of fitness testing of vehicles, ensuring
the integrity of the whole operations, issuance and renewal of certificate of fithess and facilitating
the conduct of the audit and assessment in accordance with the provisions of this chapter ;
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(xi) “End of Life Vehicle” means any vehicle,
(a) whichis nolonger validly registered ; or
(b) of which registration has been cancelled under Chapter - IV of the Actor
(c) which has been declared End of Life of Vehicle under the provision of this chapter ; or
(d) which is self-declared by the legitimate registered owner as a waste vehicle due to any
circumstances that may arise from fire, damage, natural disaster, riots or accidents.
(2) Words and expression used here in and not defined, but defined in the Act shall have the same
meanings, as respectively, assigned to them in the said Act.
175. Registration Procedure for Automated Testing Station : -

(1) No operator of an automated testing station shall issue or renewal certificate of fitness to any
vehicle or commence any operations without having a Registration Certificate, granted to it by the
registering authority in Form 62.

(2) Incase of a new automated testing station, the application for grant of Registration Certificate
shall be preceded by the grant of a Preliminary Registration Certificate for construction or
establishment of such station and thereafter, up on-setting up or construction or establishment of
the automated testing station and its successful pre-commissioning audit and assessment, the
applicant can submit an application for grant of Registration Certificate to start operations.

(3) The application for grant of Preliminary Registration Certificate under sub-rule (2) shall be made in
Form 63 by the owner or operator to the registering authority and shall be accompanied by the fee
as specified in rule188. (A)The Central Government shall set up an electronic portal for single
window clearance on which the applicant will apply and upload documents and required fee for the
registration”.

(4) (i) The registering authority, shall, while considering an application for the grantof a Preliminary
Registration Certificate, ensure that the applicant satisfies all the requirements as specified in
rule176.

(i) The registering authority shall while considering an application under this rule, take into
consideration, the possible utilization of the automated testing stations and the fact that the
setting up of the automated testing station shall improve the availability of testing facilities in
the area both in relation to the number of vehicles and proximity to such automated testing
station.

(5) The registering authority, on receipt of an application under sub-rule (3), and after satisfying himself
that the applicant has complied with the requirements of sub-rule (4), grant the Preliminary
Registration Certificate in Form 61 within thirty days from the date of receipt of such application:

Provided that no application for the grant of a Preliminary Registration Certificate shall be
refused by the registering authority unless the applicant is given an opportunity of being heard and
reasons for such refusal are given in writing by the Registering Authority.

(6) The applicant, upon the establishment of the automated testing station, shall appoint National
Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration Laboratories- accredited agency or any other
agency notified by the Central Government for conducting pre-commissioning audit and assessment
of the automated testing station.

(7) Anapplication for grant or renewal of a Registration Certificate shall be made in Form 64 to the
registering authority and shall be accompanied by,

(a) the fee asspecified in rule188;

(b) security deposit or bank guarantee as specified in rule188.

(c) thePreliminary Registration Certificate as referred to in sub-rule (2), wherever applicable;
(d) successful pre-commissioning audit and assessment report in Form 66.

(8) The registering authority shall, while considering an application for the grant or renewal of a
Registration Certificate, ensure that the applicant satisfies all the requirements as provided in
rules 176 to 179.

(9) Theregistering authority may, on receipt of an application under sub-rule (7), and after satisfying
himself that the applicant has complied with the requirements of sub-rule (8), grant or renew the
Registration Certificate in Form 62 within sixty days from the date of receipt of the application :

Provided that no application for grant of a Registration Certificate shall be refused by the
registering authority unless the applicant is given an opportunity of being heard and reasons for
such refusal are given in writing by the registering authority.

(10) The Preliminary Registration Certificate, Registration Certificate, all observations made in relation
to the application for grant of Preliminary Registration Certificate and Registration Certificate, the
objections or reasons due to which the Preliminary Registration Certificate or Registration Certificate
is refused, shall be duly uploaded on the electronic portal within three working days of passing any
order under sub-rules (5) and (9).
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176. Eligibility :

(1) The owner or operator, as the case maybe, of an automated testing station shall be the State
Government or any company or association or body of individuals or individual or special purpose
vehicle either directly or through public- private partnership.

Provided that a vehicle manufacturer or service station or automobile dealer or any person
related to repair of vehicle or manufacturing or sale of vehicle or automobile spares or scrapping of
vehicles shall not become the owner or operator of an automated testing station directly :

Provided further that, where, a vehicle manufacturer or service station or automobile dealer
or any person related to repair of vehicle or manufacturing or sale of vehicle or automobile spares
or scrapping of vehicles intends to become the owner or operator of an automated testing station,
it may do so, by forming a subsidiary or joint venture or a special purpose vehicle.

(2) Not withstanding anything contained in sub-rule (1), the owner of an automated testing station
may also be the operator of such automated testing station.

(3) The owner or operator of an automated testing station shall possess, -
(i) certificate of Incorporation or Shop Act registration or Udyam Aadhar ;
(i) valid Goods and Service Tax certificate ; and
(iii) valid Permanent Account Number.

(4) The owner or operator of an automated testing station shall have a minimum net worth of three
crore rupees during the last financial year.

(5) If the owner or operator of an automated testing station is a government body then the application
fee for grant of preliminary Registration certificate and security deposits or bank guarantee for
registration certificate shall not be applicable and such entities shall also be exempt from meeting
financial criterion specified in sub-rule (4) of the point 4 of this chapter, sub-rule (4).

177. Conflict of Interest, -

(1) There shall be no conflict of interest during the course of operations that may arise or may be
perceived due to influence or compromise the professional conduct of the owner or operator of an
automated testing station.

Explanation - For the purposes of this rule, financial or professional interest means any personal,
financial, or other considerations that may have the potential to influence or compromise the
professional behavior of the owner or Operator of an automated testing station.

(2) The automated testing station shall act as test-only facility and shall not provide any services
related to repair of vehicles or manufacturing or sale of vehicles or automobile spares.

(3) Testing officials of the automated testing station shall maintain strict confidentiality of information
regarding test results related to vehicle make and type.

(4) The operator of an automated testing station, at all times, shall function in a transparent and
impartial manner and shall sign an undertaking related to provisions of sub-rules (1), (2) and (3) as
specified in Form 64.

178. Infrastructure requirement :

(1) Any facility to be used for the purposes of testing shall have a minimum per lane area for two-
wheeler vehicles or three-wheeler vehicles as five hundred square meters and for Light or Medium
Or Heavy Motor Vehicle as one thousand five hundred square meters, which includes
commensurate space for the administrative block including reception or information centre,
waiting area, Information technology server and work station, wash rooms etc.

(2) The automated testing station shall have the minimum dimensions for defining test lane, as per
the following table, namely : -

(3) The standard operating procedure of the automated testing station shall be displayed in the waiting

area for public as well as staff.
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(4) Adequate space shall be available for fitment of utilities like transformers, Low Tension or High-
Tension panels with safety or protective devices, Gen sets, Air Compressor, Uninterrupted Power
Source, watercoolers, fire protection and firefighting system of adequate capacity and test lane
area shall be provided with adequate ventilation and fume extraction system.

(5) Anautomated testing station shall have adequate space for parking and free movement of vehicles
brought for testing and necessary cyber security certifications shall be provided for the Information
technology Systems for safe access to the VAHAN data base as applicable.

(6) Testing equipment and Information technology infrastructure shall be as per rule190.

(7) The premises where the automated testing station is to be housed shall either be owned or taken
on lease or hired by the owner for a period not less than ten years.

A Registration Certificate shall be valid for a period of ten years from the date of issuance and its
subsequent renewal shall be valid for a period of ten years from the date of renewal and an
application for renewal of registration may be made three months before the expiry of the period of
such registration.

The Preliminary Registration Certificate and Registration Certificate shall not be transferable.

Where the Preliminary Registration Certificate or Registration Certificate is lost or destroyed, the
holder of such certificate shall intimate the facts to the registering authority which has granted or
renewed the certificate and shall apply for a duplicate certificate under sub-rule (5) in Form 65
intimating the reasons thereof.

An application for issuance of duplicate Preliminary Registration Certificate or Registration Certificate
shall be made in Form 65, along with appropriate fee, as specified in rule188.

The registering authority may issue a duplicate certificate in Form 61 or Form 62, as the case
may be, with clearly marked word "DUPLICATE "on top right corner.

The duplicate certificate shall be immediately surrendered to the registering authority if the original
is traced out or found at a future date.

The list of tests to be conducted along with the reference standards shall be as per rule 189, as
applicable from time to time.

The data generation, processing and storage shall be done in a manner so as to ensure that: -

(i) The database is stored in a data management software platform to enable easy exchange
and analysis of data with other platforms;

(i) All automated test results shall be automatically transmitted from the testing equipment to
a central server installed in the automated testing station and visual checks data, including
photographs, shall also be transferred on the same server;

(iii) the fitness criteria for pass or fail shall be automatic and in accordance with rule190 of this
chapter.

(iv) (a) display of testing station in a test lane shall not indicate any test result ;
(b) all test results shall be masked on the test lane with encrypted test data ;

(c) the test report shall be generated automatically and digitally signed with relevant
details, immediately after completion of all tests.

The registered owner or authorized signatory of the vehicle may opt for a re-test after depositing
fee, as specified in rule 81and such vehicle shall be re-tested only for the test(s) which it failed in
the initial inspection, as specified in the test report.

Subject to rule183, the vehicle that is not re-tested within the time specified in sub-rule (1) or fails
such re-test shall be declared as End of Life Vehicle or unfit as the case may be.

Not withstanding anything contained in this rule, in the event of an order of the Appellate Authority
to conduct a partial or complete re-test under sub-rule (2) of rule184 of this chapter, the same
shall be conducted accordingly.

The Appellate Authority may order a partial or complete re-test of the vehicle, within fifteen working
days of receipt of such appeal. Provided that where the Appellate Authority is not able to process
the appeal within fifteen working days of its receipt, the appeal shall be deemed to have been
allowed and the vehicle owner shall ensure the re-test of the vehicles is scheduled within thirty
days.

Consequent to the vehicle passing such re-test, the Appellate Authority shall issue a certificate of
fitness to such vehicle.

The decision of Appellate Authority shall be final and binding.

Audit and Assessment :

The performance and functioning of an automated testing station shall be monitored through periodic
audits and assessment, at such intervals as specified in sub-rule (3).
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(2) The registering authority shall appoint National Accreditation Board for Testing and Calibration
Laboratory a credited agency or any other agency notified by the Central Government for conducting
such audits and assessments.

(3) The audit and assessment of an automated testing station shall be conducted every six months
and the cost of such audit and assessment shall be borne by the operator of the testing stations
and the operator shall upload the audit and assessment report on the electronic portal specified
by the central Government within one month of the completion of the bi-annual financial year, that
is by 31st October and 30th April of that financial year.

(4) The audit and assessment of Automated Testing Stations shall cover the following aspects, namely : -

(v) manpower as per specified qualification under this chapter ;

(vii) dataintegrity ; and

(viii) functioning of all the Closed-Circuit Televisions installed in the station.

(5) The registering authority, under exceptional circumstances, which shall be adequately recorded,
may also conduct surprise audits and assessments of an automated testing station and the cost
of such audit and assessment shall be borne by the operator.

(6) The officials of the automated testing station shall be responsible for enabling and cooperating
with the inspection at any point of time during office hours.

(7) The audit and assessment report, including surprise audit and assessment, as specified in
Form 67, along with the photographic evidence, shall be uploaded on the electronic portal specified
by the Central Government in this regard.

(8) (i) Where any discrepancy pointed out during the audit and assessment, the same shall be
rectified by the operator within ten working days from the date of issuance of the audit and
assessment report.

(i) The rectification report shall be submitted to the audit and assessment agency for approval,
and to the registering authority for information, within such period as may be directed by the
registering authority, through the electronic portal specified by the central Government.

(iii) TheAudit and Assessment agency, if it so desires, may undertake re-audit and re-assessment
for validation and approval.

185. Power of registering authority to suspend or cancel the Registration Certificate or forfeit security
deposit :

After giving the holder of a Registration Certificate an opportunity of being heard, if the registering
authority is satisfied that he has : -

(b) cancel the Registration Certificate and order forfeiture of the security deposit and bank guarantee
furnished by the automated testing station.

186. Appeal:

Any person aggrieved by an order of the registering authority under sub-rule (9) of rule 175 or rule 185 of this
chapter, may, within thirty days of the receipt of the order, appeal to any officer above the rank of registering
authority, as appointed by the State or Union territory Government.

187. Procedure for appeal :
